Goal:  Student will gain a stronger use of public speaking as a tool, not only in school, but in every day life.  

Objective:  Students will present a product to the class which they have created.  The students must market the product as though they want it to be purchased.  Students will have specific criteria to follow while presenting.  Students will have 3 to 4 classes to prepare for this presentation.
40% Public Speaking Tools (Students may use note cards during their presentations) 

10% Posture- stance in front of the classroom should be as discussed in class.
10% Eye Contact- Good contact is kept throughout presentation.                                 

10% Inflection- Students must not become monotone in their speech.

10% Projection- Students must be loud enough to be heard throughout classroom.
15% Slogan and Product Name- Students must have a name fitting their product.  

They must also have a slogan or catch phrase to engage the viewer.  This wording should appear big and bold.
15% Picture of Product- Students must have a drawing of their product which is large   


enough for everyone in the classroom to see.  Neatness and clarity are important 


for the students to maintain.

30% 3 – 5 minute presentation- Students will give a speech that is no shorter than three 

minutes and no longer than five minutes in length.  The speech should include:

What is it?

How does it work?

How will it benefit the buyer?

How much money it will cost?

Is there any questions?
