“Who Am I” 
7th Grade Life Skills Project
Goal:  Students will gain a stronger sense of self and communication via family,        friends, and peers.  
Objectives: Students will create a 2’ x 2’ poster that will identify important portions of their lives that they want to share with their peers.

Requirements: Students will have four class periods, along with any home work assigned pertaining to the project, to start and finish a poster which should contain the following items:

· Flag of nationality- Students will choose a background within their family and include that countries flag on their poster.  If there is any question or reluctance the students may use the United States flag. (15 pts.)
· Pictures- Students must include some type of pictures which may, but are not limited to, family, friends, pets, and or heroes.  If no pictures are available to the student the may draw their pictures. (20 pts.)
· Name- Students must present their name, first and last, in bold somewhere upon the poster.    (10 pts.)
· Key words- Students will choose some empowering words which they feel best describes themselves.  These words are to be presented in a bold or large fashion. (10 pts.)
· Favorites- Students, however they choose to express, will include some of their favorite items.  These favorites could include, but are not limited to: food, sports, music, fashion, colors, movies, and books. (15 pts.)
· Design- Students must create a poster that has colors, signs, and designs that they feel represent themselves.  A border should be implemented around the outside of the poster.  The border may include any design qualities the students deems appropriate. (20 pts.)
· Future Aspirations- Students will include wording and a picture of who, and what they would like to be when they are older.  (10 pts.)
